Family Promise Interfaith 

Hospitality 

New Important 

Information 

Family Promise is a community 

response to families experiencing 

homelessness by providing 

hospitality in area churches. Guests 

receive a safe place to sleep and 

and three meals a day. Family 

Promise provides case managers to 

work with guest parents to ensure 

they can regain their self-

sufficiency. The average family is 

in the program for 3 months before 

being able to establish a household 

of their own. 

Families arrive at a church location 

on Sunday afternoons/evenings; 

share a continental breakfast each 

morning; are picked up and taken to 

the Family Promise day center with 

a sack lunch; return in the evenings 

for dinner and to stay the night; and 

are picked up the following Sunday 

morning. 

What can you do to help? 

Volunteers are needed to prepare 

meals and sack lunches, set up the 

area on the Sunday before the 

families arrive, take down the area 

the Sunday the families leave, do 

laundry, and act as hosts each day 

to stay with families for various 

activities and overnight. Hosting 

will take place in shifts.     

There is also an opportunity for a 

part-time paid van driver.
